This 
was the night that the coveted prize of Image of 
the Year, was selected. All of the winning prints

to 444 Washington Street by their owners. A CD 
with all  of the winning digital images was also 
loaded onto the laptop.   
 
For the event the SSCC hired two outside judges, 
Diane McCormick and Roger Cardinal.  It was the 
first time either of the judges saw any of the 
winning images, print or digital. They were judging 
on the fly...and that is why it is so exciting.  
 
There were seven different categories in all; 
Beginner Color, Intermediate Color, Advanced 
Color, Nature, Black & White, Creative and 
Assigned. The assigned category alternated every 
other month beginning with Photojournalism, 
Architecture, Portraits and, for 2011, Reflections. 
Seven different categories, in both print and 
digital, meant the judges would be selecting 
fourteen winners. From these fourteen winners 
only one, either print or digital, could be selected 
as Image of the Year. 
  
One by one, the digital images were flashed on the 
screen; the judges declared In or Out. If in, it was 
included in the next round, if out, it was deleted to 
the trash bin. This process was repeated for each 
of the seven categories until there was only one 
digital image left in the folder. This was the 
winning Image of the Year for that particular 
category. 
 
For Prints, the same process took place , made 
possible by a new print projector the club 
purchased last year. In and out were the words of 
the evening and everyone with a print in the 
running was on the edge of their seat.  
 
Soon there were 14 images left standing. Out of 
these 14, only one could be called Image of the 
Year. You could feel the electricity in the hall as 
each remaining photographer held their breath 
hoping that they would be recognized with the 
winning image. 

The seven prints were brought up front and , 
jumping back and forth between the digital and 
the prints, the two judges narrowed down their 
choices. Before long, only one image remained. 
That image belonged to Lynne Ford and is titled,
